ALLIANCE WOMEN MINISTRIES OBJECTIVES

Prayer ðby Dale Hughes (Member at Large)ðòThe man (woman) who mobilizes the Christian church to 

pray will make the greatest contribution to world evangelization in history.ò Andrew Murray. The power of 
prayer is not to be underestimated! How many times have you heard or perhaps said, ñI guess I can prayéò -   
like it is the least of all things. Praying is what the believers were doing in the upper room, and look what hap-
pened! The Holy Spirit filled them and 3,000 believed their testimony of Jesus. Prayer warriors are neededï 
the work of the Church depends on them.   

Outreach ðby Nancy Voght (Treasurer)ðMany women adore spring hats, but it is no longer in fashion to 

have an Easter bonnet. Your AWM group can invite women to a brunch where they can wear a hat they cre-
ated or a vintage hat discovered in a resale shop. Prizes can be awarded by category. Serve brunch at tables 
designed with place settings brought by various women. They can be elegant with china or creative theme-
based paper plates and centerpieces. A speaker might use the opportunity to share about the most influential 
woman in her life and how the speakerôs life was impacted b the woman. (Invite your young girls too!) 

Missions ðby Merilyn Lauffer (Member at Large)ðAs soon as the new year arrives, Christmas is packed 

away. That is true with most celebrations in North America. However, many of our International Workers con-
tinue their Nativity celebration into January with local customs and later dates for Christmas. This is often a 
golden opportunity to share what God has done by sending His Son Jesus Christ into the world. During these 
celebrations, the gospel is shared freely with friends and neighbors. Letôs remember to pray for all the out-
reaches that have and are taking place and for follow-up in the month of January. 

Discipleship ðby Judith Morris (Secretary)ðA common phrase in Christian circles is ñgrowing healthy disci-

ples,ò which makes me think of plants. Plants need water to growðjust ask mine! When I ignore them, they 
do not grow, much less flourish with health. Our spiritual lives must be nurtured in order to grow and be 
healthy. It is imperative that we care for ourselves before we care for others. Much like the instructions we 
receive on the airplane about putting on our own face mask before helping others, so we too must work to 
grow spiritually so that we are strong enough to help others. If we are gasping for spiritual air, we wonôt be of 
much use to others. What are you doing to grow as a disciple of Christ? What have you learned and what 
resources have you discovered that were of help? Care for your soul, and then reach out to others and invite 
them along on your journey to spiritual health. 

Fellowship ðby Shari McRae (Member at Large)ðMany churches have a monthly ñladiesô night outò or 

similar activity where women meet at a restaurant or coffee house for fellowship and fun. Consider using that 
time as an opportunity to reach out in fellowship to those in your congregation who are sick, home-bound, or 
in prison, by sending them a group card. Assign someone to bring a stack of cards each month; then, while 
waiting for the food to arrive, pass the cards around the table and invite each of the women to sign them with 
an encouraging word or scripture reference.

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Leaders Challenge: Keep Herself Motivated

  Leaders sometimes cannot keep even their own lives in order. The other night became a 
  nightmare for me when I realized that I had booked two retreats in different districts for the
  same weekend. How embarrassing! As I faced my human failings, it brought me to a new  
  realization of what it means to trust God. 
 
The question we must ask ourselves is ñWhat motivates us to keep going rather than quitting?ò 

 

Philippians 3:1 -14 will encourage us by showing us how to stay motivated.  

 

1. REJOICE   Philippians 3:1  ñRejoice in the Lord.ò 

When difficulties come, if we remember who God is in our lives and the blessings that He has bestowed 
upon us, we will begin to rejoice in Him rather than focus on our own frailties. Rejoicing in Christ will help us 
to magnify Jesus and remind us how He can order our lives to give us victory. 

2. RELINQUISH   Philippians 3:7  ñWhatever was to my profit I now consider loss for the sake of 

Christ.ò 
To stay motivated in womenôs ministries, we need to lay aside our own desires and listen to what God in-
tends for us to do each day. Often we rush ahead without really considering what it is that God wants us to 
do. It is then that we can get tired, grumpy, and out of sorts. When we focus on knowing Jesus and His will, 
then, we do not become burned out in ministry. 

3. RE-GROUP  Philippians 3:9  ñ...that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having a righteous-

ness of my own...but that which is through faith in Christ ðthe righteousness that comes from God.ò 
It is important to remind ourselves that we do not have to do the work of the ministry on our own. Our right-
eousness comes from our faith in Christ, the One Who purchased us with His blood. These are truths that 
need to be placed firmly in our minds. 

4. REAFFIRM   Philippians 3:10 ñI want to know Christ and the power of His resurrection and the fel-

lowship of sharing in His sufferings.ò 
Taking the time to reaffirm who Christ is and what He has done for us, and relying on His Holy Spirit to fill us 
with the power necessary to continue in ministry, is vital if we do not want to become quitters. 

5. REACH FORTH  Philippians 3:13 ñForgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead.ò 

Realize that today is a new day. We can put our past achievements and our failures behind us. Donôt allow 
Satan to rob you by making you prideful or guilty, rather, walk today in the newness of life that God has 
available for you. 
 
If we practice these five principles each day, they will give us motivation to continue to serve others in power 
and with love. In 1952, Florence Chadwick was the first woman to attempt to swim the 26 miles between 
Catalina Island and the California coastline. She was flanked by small boats that watched for sharks and 
were prepared to help her if she grew tired. After 15 hours of swimming, a heavy fog rolled in, and, doubting 
her ability, she asked to be pulled out. Florence realized that she had stopped because she could no longer 
see her destination. Two months later, Florence got back into the water and swam the 26 miles to make her 
goal. The same type of fog had set in, but this time Florence kept a mental image of the shoreline, and 
therefore was able to make it. As leaders, we too often find ourselves in a fogðthe work we have been 

called to do seems overwhelming. However, if we Rejoice in Jesus, Relinquish our own desires, 

Re-group our thought life, Reaffirm His power, and Reach Forth each day, we will stay mo-

tivated to finish the task that God has set before us.
